Volunteering in the Community










Tower Hamlets Education Business Partnership (EBP) is a registered charity established in 1991. Its main role is to encourage the private sector to work with schools in Tower Hamlets on a wide range of projects. These projects are designed to help raise achievement amongst pupils and to provide them with opportunities to improve their work related skills.

Tower Hamlets, despite its close proximity to the City of London, is the most deprived Borough in the UK. For example 66% of pupils qualify for free school meals against a national average of 18%. For 64% of Tower Hamlets pupils English is a second language which is an additional factor on their progress through school.

ONE-OFF COMMITMENTS...

Head to Head. Half or full day commitment when the business person conducts individual mock interviews with a number of Secondary school pupils giving each pupil constructive feedback after the interview.

A one or two day commitment helping Secondary pupils through the work cycle of finding and applying for jobs. The course includes CV preparation, interview and telephone techniques, and team building exercises. A business person is assigned to a group of ten pupils and coaches those pupils through the process during the course.


TWO HOURS PER MONTH...

Business Mentoring. A business person meets with a maximum of four Secondary school pupils for an hour a month over a year helping the pupils to develop their confidence and widening their view of the opportunities available to them. 

Coaching Partners. A business person receives training and then coaches a young person to achieve their full potential. Meetings are for an hour every fortnight from October to July. 

ONE HOUR PER WEEK...

Partnership Schemes. Volunteers visit a Primary school one lunchtime each week for 30 minutes to encourage pupils with various basic skills.

Partnership schemes seek to provide children with an adult mentor, who they can talk to, helping them to improve their communication and develop self confidence. Additionally these schemes give the pupils an insight in to a life often very different to their own.

Number. Show a child that Maths can be fun through playing simple number games.
Language. Using a variety of simple, interactive approaches, help a pupil gain a basic knowledge of French or Spanish.

SIXTEEN HOURS PER YEAR...

School Governor. Schools now have a great deal of autonomy and need business people to bring their experiences to the Board of Governors of the school.
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
